and community activities. This award is
limited to either a full-time administrator
or teacher employed by the Upper Dublin
School District.

Outstanding Community Business
or Non-Profit Organization

The Selection Committee chooses an
Upper Dublin community non-profit
organization or community business that
has contributed significantly to
enhancing opportunities for the students
of Upper Dublin and/or improving the
quality of life for the citizens of Upper
Dublin. The criteria apply to long-term
service and/or special activities during a
recent community service project that
benefited the entire Upper Dublin
community.
